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Curious Questions Asked By New Members
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RUET Club Meetings
Meetings are mandatory the first Saturday of every month. If members cannot attend, they are offered an Excused Absence Form that needs to be submitted one week after whatever was missed.

How To Be An Active Member?
To be an active member of this club you must attend 75% of meetings and service projects. Active members must also pay their dues, attend meetings, participate in service projects and fundraisers per semester. You must also attend at least half the horse shows in that given year. This may sound like a lot but RUET offers numerous amounts of opportunities to their members. Note: Failure to participate in 75% of activities results in the loss of membership for the following semester, also known as membership probation.

What is IHSA? The Intercollegiate Horse Show Association
Fall season begins at the end of October, until the end of November. 
Spring season begins in February, until the middle of March.

Fee's to join IHSA?
There is a membership sign up fee per semester for IHSA. $45 for a hunt seat membership. This can be paid online when signing up. All show fee's are the same, $25 for one class and $50 for two classes. You can only sign up for two classes; flat class & over fences class. Shows are most always paid for through fundraising, dues, sponsors, and allocations from the University. 

Fee's to join Rowan Equestrian?
RUET has yearly dues. These dues are $80 asked at the beginning of the year, but if you only competing one semester, the price is reduced to half, $40. This money goes straight into our club account to help pay for our show we are hosting in the Fall, reduce our coaching fee's, and reduce our entry fees if we have enough to spare.

Can I Show My Own Horse? & Can I Bring My Horse To Lessons?
No. Leave your horses home during the IHSA seasons. You will not be able to compete with your horse, or horses you lesson on. IHSA works differently than other horse shows.  Horses are picked at random for each competitor. You are not allowed a warm up or touch/change any of the tack on the horse you are given. The most you can do is change the stirrup length, and tighten the girth if needed. IHSA's expectation is that you are educated enough to ride anything. Don't let this worry you, you get to watch the horses school in the morning, all the horses picked for shows are wonderful!

Lessons?
$35 an hour for a group lesson. $50 an hour for  a private lesson.
The team lesson is mandatory the first Saturday of every month while in season, as well as a mandatory lesson taken the week before each show. Be prepared to ride everything & anything during lessons. To succeed in IHSA you must know how to ride all different types of horses. Also be prepared to ride in other types of saddles.

Show and Lesson Attire
Clothing required to show is as followed: 
· Black or Navy Show Jacket
· ASTM/SEI Certified Helmet 
· Tan or Light Olive Breeches 
· White or LIGHT Colored Show Shirt (Must have neck strap)
· Black Tall Boots 
· Black Gloves
· Plain Black or Brown Belt 
· Team Jacket or Rowan Hoodie

Clothing required for lessons is as followed:
· Polo's – simple colors (black, brown, white, navy)
· Shirt with a Sleeve 
· ASTM/SEI Certified Helmet 
· Tan, olive, white, or black breeches
· Tall boots OR paddock boots & chaps
· Black, brown, or white gloves
· Plain Black or brown belt
· Close fitted Zip up 
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
